1. Pick a biography about a famous person from your teacher’s biography books.   Let the teacher know who you are reading about.

2.  Look at the Student Planning pages.  These will help you organize important information as you read your book.  Remember, do not copy from the book word for word (that is plagiarism).  Summarize the ideas in your own head.


3.  Start reading!  This will take the place of fluency each night.  Be a reading detective and look out for clues as you read.  Use post-it notes to mark important parts of the book that has information you can use to answer the questions on your Student Planning Pages.

4. Once you have finished reading your book, start answering the questions on your Student Planning pages (you may also have been doing this as you were reading).  This is your “Rough Draft”.

5.   Transfer your ideas from your Student Planning pages (rough draft) onto the poster templates (final draft).  You may also create your own templates and type your information out. Remember, use your neatest handwriting (if writing out), write complete paragraphs with good sentences, and check for capitalization, punctuation, and spelling!

6. Create your poster!  (You will need poster board – any color)  Arrange your final draft templates on your poster before gluing.  Add photographs of your famous person and other images you can get off the internet.  Add art work and color to make your board presentable!  BE NEAT!!!!
